Queenstown is situated 181 km north of Invercargill
(approximately 2 hours 10 min drive) and is part of
the Queenstown Lakes District in Central Otago.

Lakes District Hospital is situated in, Frankton, near
Queenstown and services all the communities in
the Queenstown Lakes District , including Garston,
Kingston, Glenorchy, Queenstown, Arrowtown,
and the Wakatipu Basin.
